The Centre will not be finished before the
rains but will be waterproof so that work
can carry on inside. For several reasons
they did not make enough bricks.
As can be seen from the picture it is going
to be a fine building when completed. Work
will restart early March 2010 when the rains
end. The project should be completed by
April 2010.We make stage payments. The
final payment will be sent out in March.
We do not start any project until we have
the funds in place, for which we have to
give thanks to the people of the Isle of Man
from whom we receive 95% of our support.

TWO MORE SHARED CONTAINERS
Since June 2009 we have been very busy
collecting items for the containers.

We received several requests, the main
ones being for medical items for the new
rural hospital. That was a challenge!

We received several phone calls offering us
medical equipment, beds, wheel chairs,
scales, computers, clothes, plus many other
items for the mother and baby unit there,
plus the clothes we purchased, at a good
price, when Woolworths closed down.
Besides the hospital being very pleased to
receive so many items, the clothes will be
shared by the local village men, women and
children who will receive some nice pre-
sents this Christmas.

The medical equipment is expected to arrive in
Lilongwe on 11th December 2009.

The goods on the other container, which is des-
tined for Blantyre, won't arrive until the end of
December. The items on this container are for the
nursery school/orphanage, and the Chileka Centre,

We have been very fortunate that Manx Independ-

ent Carriers have given us a special price to deliver
the items to the shared container in Huddersfield,
also taking, and holding, items for us in the ware-
house in Skelmersdale. This allows me to empty the
garage and get back into the wife’'s good books
(she could not use the drier!).
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
